We visiteziai15 families with the home visit program during
our time here. These visits were important for sghey helped us understand the barriers that these
vulnerable people and families are facing. We etitmany individuals who were HIV positive and
struggling to create enough income for healthy,itpesliving. We visited families who had suffered
many deaths because of AIDS and who needed notesdyrces like food or soap, but also hope.

We also helped Amanda run HIV/AIDS training for eogp of secondar
teachers. This was the most interesting experiéorcas. It was eye opening
to realize the misinformation about HIV/AIDS thatsvbeing passed fro
teacher to student. We also felt it was probabéy rttost important thing we
participated in, since it is essential for teachiersave the right information tc
help break the chain of misinformation. Amanda Ha&l teachers take a tes
about HIV/AIDS before the training, and then repts same test after th
training to see if what we taught had stuck. It wk® extremely satisfying tq
see that the scores on the tests increased by abéut(from about 70% to
90%). We had a great time teaching lessons, plagames, and helping
teachers come up with creative ways to teach gtedents about HIV/AIDS.

One of the most touching experiences we had was wigevisited a 6-year-old boy who was born with
HIV. Both of his parents had died and he was incdre of his grandmother, who cares for more tkean t
other children. When we arrived, he jumped up araf®ts lap and remained there while Sam and Nick
asked him about his health. It seemed as if olr miade an impact on him and gave him a senseé ho
and happiness in an otherwise tough situation.

We've had several experiences like this but als@rsé funny and unexpected experiences. Adapting to
Ugandan English has been challenging and humoFfarsexample, when Sam was teaching us how to
present HIV/AIDS information, he kept saying “afigether?” In Canada, if a teacher said this, they
would expect the students to repeat what they bl So, Stu started to repeat the last word thdtdd
said. In fact, he was just asking if we understtadinformation. When Stu finally asked, “Do yournwa
me to say it back to you?” there was a lot of ceitm that had to be sorted through!

Overall we loved our time in Uganda and we've learnmore than we could ever imagine. We wish
KACCAD all the success in the world in the futuredéhope that they can continue to provide volusteer
with experiences as great as the one we had, andhén volunteers can continue to contribute arifdl bu
onto the important programs KACCAD runs.

However, towards mid-May we had some chgdieiin this program, like running short of food
supplies to give out. From that time up to the sdomeek of June we were only giving counseling, and
the basic health training without the food donatishich stressed us as some people we were visiting
sleep some days without eating yet they are HI\itipesand are expecting something form us which we
didn’t have. Sometimes it was very hard for thengrtasp what we were teaching them when they were
hungry, and their children crying. For the susthility of this program, we are focusing much more o
strengthening our home based health and care éolugat we are still looking to see how best we can
provide other resources. We make sure each famibyvk about malaria prevention, water born disease
prevention and good nutrition. Our volunteer Bedis helped with this by making posters and a voamte
health book to go along with them. In this way, ee@ always offer our clients something even if we a
short of resources.

Another important thing to mention in this projésta need of mosquito nets. We don’t have net# rig
now and yet they are very vital in safe guardinggbe's lives from malaria. Malaria has caused tbatkl

of many people in Africa according to the differeaports from the World Health Organization and so
many others in the same field. It has been chaltenfpr us because many of the clients we have been
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visiting, almost the majority, don’t have a net.o§h that have a net have ones that are very olevamd
out. Our clients are not in the position to buysrlet alone to eat more than one meal a day.

We are thankful for donations from Linda Russetllass at Langdale Elementary in Canada for the
purchase of 200 mosquito nets. We thank With Gadtee Ones for your donations to our HIV/AIDS

With part of the grant we were also able to prowduntary HIV/AIDS Counseling and Testing (VCT)
to teachers and community members in Wakiso Subiyoifhe focus of this part of the project was to
take HIV/AIDS prevention information to a wider comanity and help people including teachers,
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students and all other community members learm thi&l/AIDS status and how to access other services
if they were found to be HIV infected. Teacherseviezsted before the general community throughnigsti
events held at the end of each teacher trainingth Bt the teachers testing event and the general
community events, each person tested was counbelede testing and after receiving their results by
counselors from AIDS Information Center (AIC). Tlkosho received HIV positive results were referred
by AIC for other services. Seventeen teachers wested from the first training and 26 from the st
both cases, one teacher tested positive for HIVBAIDhrough our four community VCT events, 477
people were tested for HIV/AIDS with 39 HIV positivesults. To date we have now provided 1,250
people with VCT services since the beginning of partnership with AIC in April 2007. Combing our
results from all of these events it was found fhst over 9% of people tested by KACCAD and AIC are
HIV positive. From our May ¥ community testing event for HIV/AIDS, 82 peoplereigested and three
people of those people tested HIV positive. On M&§ 133 people were tested at the Wakiso District
headquarters in which seventeen tested HIV positivaBulenga 181 people were tested with fifteen
people receiving an HIV positive result. Lastly, @dople were tested at the final community VCT éven
in Buloba on June 20 2008. Of those tested, four people tested pesitt two of the four HIV VCT
events the group United Affected Organization paed HIV/AIDS sensitization through music, dance
and drama. They performed beautiful songs about/ADYS and shared personal testimonies about
living with HIV/AIDS, taking medications, supportineach other and more. Sam also worked with our
temporary volunteers to do sensitization at the foiv/AIDS community VCT events.

Though community members continue to prove the mapoe of VCT services, we are facing still new
challenges with offering these services.

Through our international volunteer program we hgeéned
support for numerous projects from the families &mehds of
our volunteers as well as from volunteers themsel&nce the
inception of our volunteer program we have providde€an
water for over 12,500 people. Through our healthication
program we have taught 1,000 plus students sinazerbeer §
2006. Students have learned about how their badek, how

All the work we do depends on KACCAD’s ability taost volunteers,
provide housing for our staff and keep our officeod open. As a
grassroots community based organization, we dohawe big funders to
foot the bills for our programs and basic operatiosts. Instead we get
small donation each month for hosting volunteerd aonations from
private donors for our projects and operationsscdStants for operationgss
costs or even ones that will cover 100% of the sadtany project areff
virtually non-existent in Uganda. Also, as a snNBO, we are not eligiblef =
for the big grants that can cover some of thesésc@ur great successg =
since 1994 have been a result of the support wdrget our volunteers,
partner organizations in Uganda and our fabulousodofrom around the
world. Without a place of our own we have to turaumd and invest about
$3,720 a year in rent, this is equivalent to rouygt#o of all the donations we received last yeao@b
$51,000). This figure includes donations made fell wonstruction, housing and feeding our volurgeer
and other project specific donations and grantsdtenot actually available for meeting our rectadts.

Of the donations we get specifically for administt@ support, almost 100% go to paying rent! Over 9
years we will have spent more money on renting fineoand volunteer housing than we would spend
building a volunteer center. If the money spentamt was available for other purposes, we wouldltle

to offer quarterly VCT services and skills trainifige of charge to vulnerable people in our comiyuni
We would be able to pay our staff, who are pregamtirking on a voluntary basis, a living wage. We
would be able to keep our doors open with confidesuod to strengthen all of our programs with more
funding flexibility and secure international voleets and staff.

On June 28 we received a call in the morning from one of ¢hécken farmers from the group chicken
rearing project we started at the end of last y8he, one of eight ladies living with HIV/AIDS inked

in the project, called from the chicken farm toustknow that the lock had been cut both at ourketm
house and the neighboring house. Over 100 chiokens stolen from our project in the night. This veas
huge blow to KACCAD and the farmers who had investbout six months of labor in caring for the
chickens. Now we are left with 105 chickens anduastjon of what to do next. One of the major
problems with the situation is that with 105 chiekewhich are just reaching the maturity level df f
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production, it is not possible for the project ® firofitable, i.e. for the chickens to produce ajioaggs
to cover the costs of their food and medical care.

To all those who helped start this project with iydanations, we sincerely apologize for this huags] It
is sad to see such theft despite our precautiaakslon the chicken house and a family living oa th
premises. Sadly, it is the most vulnerable who Hasewith this robbery.

So what to do next? We have met with the chickemdas to discuss options. One of the things we are
looking into is selling the remaining chickens arging the profits to help the women involved in the
project start another/other income generating ptsjeSadly the money we will be able to get from th
sale of the chickens will be little in comparisanthe start up costs and potential profitabilitytio
project. At the same time, the farmers see thismspportunity to give a boost to other income
generation projects they have started or have watdestart. Though they are discouraged by the
outcome of the chicken project, they remain hopefACCAD is committed to helping the group of
chicken farmers start other successful income ggingrprojects. We are looking to the challengethef
group chicken project for lessons we and the ptdpeneficiaries can grow from. We will keep you
updated on the progress.

While the group chicken rearing project is facingeav birth, Makumbi Sarah
who started a chicken rearing project with the suppf the Reverend Rudolp|
and Carol Kurz of the United States is doing walk visited Sarah on July'l
to check on the progress of her chicken rearingeptoSarah, an HIV/AIDS
widow who is supporting her five children, is ragiabout 200 chickens. The
produce 4 and % trays of eggs a day, the sale whwi providing her a smal
but reliable daily income.

She too is struggling with many of the same chagksnthat the group chicke
farmers were facing. Over the past seven montts®otdganda has seen larg
increases in the cost of oil and food includingnaadi foods. With the political

and civil conflicts that were taking place in Kenfael, which Uganda imports from Kenya, has bess |
available and more expensive. As result of this anglobal increase in the costs of food, costs for
chicken feed have gone up. Before the increaseaf prices she could really see the profit as sie w
able to add money to her savings. Now, with thegased costs of feed, she is earning less. Belsates
worries about the feed prices, she remains opitrisincerning the project and its ability to hegr bare

for her family.

In line with Sarah’s success, we have one morelisde of news in the animal
rearing department. Our pig Nora at the KACCAD faign gave birth to a new
batch of piglets this quarter. With their birth,ramall pig stock in growing and
we are slowly working to build up the KACCAD pigrfa again. KACCAD
hopes to once again raise pigs for income generatio to help families without
income generating projects start pig rearing. kuesiare working on our stock.

KACCAD sincerely thanks all those who have madeadions to the income
generating projects. Though not all projects aeeassful, many help transform
the lives of vulnerable people in our community. &dhwe see masons and
carpenters trained by KACCAD at work in Bulenga d@hd surrounding areas
and numerous families who have received animal titmma from KACCAD
successfully raising pigs, cows and chickens, wanknot to be discouraged by the setbacks.

I wish on behalf of KACCAD to extend our sincere thanks tet
this quite enormous work of construction of 21 sprirglsv
This great work could not have been a success without| the
input and support of our volunteers abroad. On our redsiht
to the well that is being built with support from Centefn
Eskilstuna of Sweden and the residents of Bukanda Villagg in
Banda Parish-there were many children, elders and Ipcal
leaders expressing their appreciation for this gift. Ever sihce
the formation of this village, people were sharing water wjith
animals. These animals have been pooping in the water which
cause the people stomach problems. In addition to anjmal
contaminants, other water borne diseases and malarig are
common in this area as result of the open, unprotected water
source.

An excited 12 year child, Harriet, narrated a story that sheand fiends once fell into this pool. As a result
of drinking un-protected water when they fell in they hagerbsuffering from fever, diarrhea, stomachache to
mention but a few. Aside from risk off falling in the Wdlie to balancing on slippery logs to collect water,
KACCAD observed that before the children were walking a distahoger 1 mile to collect water from other
protected springs. This early morning labor has affected $hbool performance and their health as they have
had to walk long distances carrying heavy jerry cans oft2% lat a tender age.

Among other things, the construction of the spring hasidgit the community together and ready to take
ownership of the project. Bukenya Fred, the Vice Chairman ofisda&ub-County, said that this project will
benefit over 300 people in this zone that have been usmgrpirotected water source. Still other families will
be using this closer water source after its development. Hel ting many well wishers and supporters of this
project to continue supporting and saving the people of Walistrict from sickness caused by contaminated
water. We similarly encourage your support and thank thogewfvho have helped with water development
projects.
