Teaching Business Skills

On arrival Sam took me around a number of the businessesnhere i
Kikaaya and Bulenga. Conversing with the women running the
businesses | found that few, if any, made any attempt to keasb

on expenses or sales. Many businesses were selling their graduct
minimal profit. Few had any idea what their total expenses atadu

to. For some of the women, when their busmess was shadsh
flow, their husbands (if they had on

would give them extra cash to covd
business expenses. This makes |
very difficult to see which businesses are even potentiallytpitd#, let alone
which businesses are profitable. For all the women | spokkete was no
differentiation between business and personal expenses and indbres.
there is no cash, women often take out a loan at a high intategputting
there businesses and homes at risk. Paying back theses laarsirther
strain and increases the running cost of the business. iBmadhese loang’
are not for business expenses but for personal expenseasschool fees.
Production methods are not improved, the low profit margemain and, with it, poverty. [Photos above:

One example of the above is a woman who is making baskets. a@ame to class we looked at the cost of
all the materials required to make the baskets. Then we lookeel price she sells the baskets and the number
of baskets she is able to produce and sell each week. At maxirodocfion capacity she is making a weekly
profit of 850 shillings (just under $.50). This wilbver the cost of one meal.

Another example is a woman with chickens who is selling edfren looking at all the expenses, the number
of eggs produced and sold, the price and, therefore, averagbklynaocome, we found that the woman should
be making a profit of 70,000 shillings per month (ikigifter personal expenses). Yet this same woman is not
able to save any money. Either she is being unrealistic aboaictual personal and business expenses and/or
income... or the lack of budget management is leading to over-eaipend his same woman has just had to
take out a large loan to cover school fees for her children.

Other than basic budgeting, a key area | chose to work orowigsand teach people “how to think”. We take

it for granted in our western schools that we learn analydicdlcreative thinking skills. We are brought up
culturally (rightly or wrongly) to question everythin@ur minds are trained from a young age to analyze
situations and look for better solutions. Here in Ugahéasthool system appears to still focus on learning
through repetition and memorizing “facts.” | apologize for atcusation if this is not the case. | have only
been here for one month and can only talk from my impressiaring this short time. My impression is that
memorizing what the teacher tells you is the most commonitgamethod. In western schools, on the other
hand, we will read passages by 2 or more different authdhe® glame event and are than asked to analyze and
form our own opinions giving justification for why wkave come to our conclusions. It cannot be
underestimated how this affects the students’ ability togeatad run successful and profitable businesses.

Firstly, finding an idea for a good business requirestgqpresg our surroundings: What is available? What
could be? Is there a potential market for a product? Wdgcpbtential customers be able to afford and be
prepared to pay a price which would give the product a gaafit prargin? How much competition is there?
What would be the product’'s unique selling point? Theeenaany more questions an entrepreneur needs to
think about even at this early “idea stage.” My early impredsé&a is that most people tend not to attempt to
come up with new ideas or even to improve current businessas. iBeople tend to copy the “successful
businesses” they see. If someone is doing well selling chamgalybody wants to sell charcoal, and to the
point that competition eliminates/minimizes the profit nirarg

Even if someone does have a great idea, where do they get the frmneyp make it happen? There is a
severe lack of capital. To make matters worst money lenders taliatage, only offering loans at crippling
interest rates that make it very difficult to get a new businpsnd running.

Low self-esteem also affects a person’s ability and willingte$ake risk and come up with new and exciting
ideas. From my short time here my impression is that we tedelp teach and encourage creative and
analytical thinking to facilitate the ability of people to conmge with business ideas, to research the idea’s
potential and to ultimately improve the ability to run sustidsbusinesses. It is not only a matter of learning
how to budget, but demonstrating the advantages of budg#imgdvantages of forward planning, showing
people how marketing, improving selling skills, customenvige, analyzing production methods etc... can
improve profitability. Low self-esteem appeared to hinderstoglents as they constantly looked to me for all
the answers and don’t seem to trust their own opinionshendown ability to analyze their business/idea.

Donations toward teaching materials, books with ideas and eeetoiselp teach/encourage critical thinking,
new business ideas, budgeting, book-keeping, selling skiltk marketing would all be a great help to
KACCAD. In the future it would be great to have a pool afney that KACCAD could have to give small
micro-loans at affordable interest rates to students who teg grell planned business ideas. Essentially this
would also require a full-time, long term volunteer/employetach business/entrepreneurship and administer
the business loans/donations giving continued suppogtipients.



Women Running Successful Businesses

create small businesses after the theft of ovdrdiidhe chickens from that project. Though thaftiwas

a major blow to the seven women who were activaplved in the project, most of the beneficiariasén
since invested their share from the sale of theaneimg chickens into sustainable income generation
projects. We are pleased to report the progressabf these women.

through clubs. One of the schools, Rahmah Secon8ampol on
Entebbe Road, asked for our assistance trainingetteof their teachers at their own expense. Te&ach
from this newly established school were informedh# teachers training we did through the Wakiso
District Deputy Health Director. The headmasteth®f school attended the second teacher’s traiming i
Wakiso and then requested our assistance traihmgeist of his staff. We conducted a training Fairt
teachers, parents and students, about 30 peopliieaschools on August™6 It is clear from the
involvement of the majority of participating scheah HIV/AIDS programs and establishment of new
programs that teachers valued the training andrrimdton presented.

Another indicator of the program’s success was lthats invited to be the guest of honor on Jul}} atla
parent’'s HIV/AIDS sensitization music, dance andnda event hosted by Oasis Francee Secondary
School in Ntinda, Kampala. This event was organizgmne of the participants of the Wakiso District
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teachers training. Students who were coached irbgahis teacher, a biology teacher who work$ede
schools in Wakiso District, performed dramas andcda of their own creation about HIV/AIDS as well
as some traditional songs and modern dancing peeidrto pop-
music. The dramas they created featured studettingyinfected with
HIV/AIDS by having sex with older men, people hayisex for things
or money, and also people choosing to avoid sex gmdor HIV
testing. The original songs and dances were edjyeaiall done and
showed good student HIV/AIDS awareness. The ireitato the event
as well as the quality of the performances andrtbentent gave a
great example of how one teacher has used skillgdimed at the
teacher’s training to reach hundreds of studentsedlsas parents and
community members.

Our work in HIV/AIDS prevention this quarter alseached the general community. We received a
donation from Songliness Choir of Port Townsend, WAhe end of last quarter. We used this to pevid
three voluntary HIV/AIDS counseling and testing (Wvents in Wakiso District. Through these events
we were able to test 227 people for HIV. Of thepledested 17 tested HIV positive. We continusde

a lot of community interest in our VCT program. \Wave received requests from several of the schools
as well as villages for VCT services. At the sameef this program requires money for space rental,
transportation and payment of AIDS Information @entounselors and technicians. Costs for space
rental and transportation would be eliminated wlith construction of our proposed community/voluntee
center. As we are preparing to lay the foundatidokb for the center this next quarter, we hope to
expand this program in the future.

In other news, Peace Corps recommended KACCAD taID®s an organization to visit as an example
of water and sanitation work being done in Ugamila.were much honored to host water and sanitation
development expert Mary Renwick and Uganda USAHS shembers in August. We took our guests to
two of the spring wells developed by KACCAD in aarbund Kikaaya Village. Mary was impressed
with the wells and community participation that reathem possible. After her visit to the wells we
picked her brain for ideas on strengthening our weVelopment and repair program. Specifically we
asked about how to get funding and how other conitiesnfrom around the world do similar projects.
We are hoping that with Caleb’s help we can putesamre of her suggestions for networking with large
NGOs and donors to use.

We also hosted all of the newest Peace Corpstigagnioup at our site. Peace Corps asked us talunteo
the trainees to our water projects and talk aldmeiprocess of development and community mobilimatio

It was an exciting visit for us as well as the entvillage. With over 20 Bazungu (foreigners, white
people) walking around in Kikaaya Village the chéld were mad with excitement. The Peace Corps
trainees also seemed to be excited over our work.

Last, but certainly not least, we hosted Caleb FadACCAD’s Peace Corp
Volunteer in training. Though he was just with os & few days, we know alread
that he is a great fit for KACCAD. He is committéal continuing the work we
have started since | joined KACCAD, as well as trerggthening other projects
Caleb is a water resource engineer, a graduatetfrertyniversity of lllinois and al
Master’s International student at Michigan Techhidaiversity who grew up in
Kenya. Both his experience living in Kenya and witater and sanitation will helg
him adapt to work with KACCAD and will make him aegt asset for our
community and organization.
